Full implementation of Upa Zila System:
* Local government will be strengthened and all
public representatives will be empowered.

* Upa Zilla Courts will be re-established.

* Union Councils will be further strengthened.

Change the Electoral System:
* In parliamentary elections Members will be elected
on the basis of proportionate vote received by a
political party, i.e. a voter will cast his vote for a
political party not for an individual. Each political
party will select its Members of Parliament on the
basis of votes polled.
